Her firsthand knowledge of the art
community here in Manitoba and involvement with other art related
organizations in the past provides her with an interesting and
educational point of view.

EMAC: Vivian, please tell us a little about your s  tudio space, family life, and lifestyle. 1 think o ur members would like to
know how you budget your time to be creative. Plea  se provide us with any tips or tricks you use to fi t art into your daily
life.

Studio Space

I have the luxury of a small area in my home where | store the majority of my art supplies and can set up my easel. The windows face
northwest, so the light is excellent. When | am involved with a larger work, | can take over the sunroom, and that is a bonus! Stained
glass is created in the basement in my own work area.

Family Life

Dick and | met at high school, and we are celebrating our 40th wedding anniversary this coming June. We have four sons, five
grandsons, and this early January we are going with our youngest son to Mexico, to witness, as he is married on the beach! Our sons
live in Winnipeg and Calgary. Dick and | are retired but not bored; Dick (AECL), myself Art Specialist, School District of Whiteshell,
After adding on to our house, Dick’s parents came to live with us in 2004. His mother is in care at Whitemouth, and his Dad is with us.
It has been a great arrangement. Our family consumes a large part of our time, as children, grandchildren (Winnipeg/Calgary), and
both sets of parents, brothers, sisters, and their families all live in the Ottawa/Toronto region, so we drive there at least once a year.
We have a lot of company! We have a great lifestyle here in Pinawa. We are 100 steps from the beach, golf course, curling rink,
tennis courts and the pool! We have deer as the towns’ walking lawn ornaments. Our large dog Kelsey gets us out at least once a
day and when the weather co-operates we walk at Pinawa Dam Provincial Park.

Tips & Tricks

To get the time to work or think about my artwork, we pretty much go everywhere with our camera. We have been able to surround
ourselves with many examples of art of other artists, in many mediums. This could be another painting to embroidered pillowcases!
The work of several potters, who are friends are very special to us. Living here on the edge of the Canadian Shield gives me
volumes of images and experiences to use for my art. When we travel, we take the time to photograph. | walk outside nearly every
day, along the river or the golf course. That is where | get a lot of my art ideas...it's a meditation time, that generates creativity for me.
As a child, | spent my summers on a farm north of Ottawa in the Gatineau Hills, and that has greatly influenced my artistic life. | am
primarily a landscape painter with a smattering of dabbling in other visual art forms, like portraiture.
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EMAC: Do you find it easier to sell framed pieces ready-to-hang or are shrink-wrapped pieces what buy ers are looking for, in
your opinion?

Mediums

My favourite medium is oil. It sells well, as | usually sell a finished painting professionally framed. A great painting needs to be
displayed properly to sell. | love watercolour, but you need a good block of time to create an image. Watercolour, for me, works well if |
start and finish the painting in one sitting. Oils can be stopped and started over a period of a week. I've sold watercolour works matted
and shrink-wrapped, but again, correct framing is very important. Paintings and/or prints, in my opinion, need to be matted and shrink-
wrapped for protection, and for sale. Customers appreciate artwork that has been protected in some fashion. Remember, people do like
to touch.

| love stained glass. My next project is in my head, and has been sketched, but it too requires a dedicated block of time, and this past
year, that is a luxury | haven’t had. | only sell my glass as a commission because it is too expensive to create. The person who orders it
usually has a specific location for the piece and a colour theme. | do preliminary sketches and they can have input, but the final piece is
my own idea and work.

I have no difficulty using the same subject matter for different artistic mediums. An image can be done well in oil or watercolour, but the
mood and characteristics change between mediums. For example, | have painted using the same fall scenes from the Gatineau Hills,
north of Ottawa. In ail, the image is rich and dynamic. In watercolour, it is more subdued. The key to visual impact in a watercolour
painting is all about the use of lights and darks. Stained glass has to have light for the full effect, so choosing the glass you want and
creating a good design are the two things that will bring stained glass to life.

EMAC: Can you tell the membership about your invol vement with the Old Pinawa Dam? Can artists come ou t to the
Park? Are there any restrictions on where and when someone can go in the park to take photos, plein ai r paint or do

sketching?

Dick and | began to volunteer as “Friends of Old Pinawa Dam ‘ in 1996. The park has a great amphitheatre, all kinds of NEW (and old)
trails, signage, and a picnic shelter. It is a provincial park, with the regulations that cover the park (ie) Park pass required, but we are
there all seasons to walk and observe and photograph. It has become my primary source for my artwork the last few years. Anyone
can go out there to paint, walk, photograph, picnic, and fly a kite! We have! You can go on your own, in a group, or catch us for a
guided tour. Dick and | are now the co-chairs and we are always looking for new members! We feel like we own the place, but we are
willing to share! Phone us!

EMAC: How do you choose subject matter for your ar ~ twork? What style do you consider your work to fal | into?

Artistic Style

| call myself a realist, yet many of my smaller watercolours and all of my stained glass are much more abstract. Oil painting is the
medium that | do my detailed work; watercolour allows me to be freer, more spontaneous. Glass forces me to use “Line” and “Colour”
(art elements) in a structured, but dynamic (hopefully) manner.

EMAC: On the EMAC web site your bio mentions that you enjoy many mediums. Which is your favourite an d why? Do you
find one medium easier to produce and sell? Is the re more cost involved with one over another? What factors do you
consider when starting a piece to determine the med ium to be used for the finished piece?

My favourite medium is oil, but everything else is a close second! My art studies gave me the knowledge to teach the basics; oil,
watercolour, pottery, printmaking, photography and fibre art. | love oil because | can trowel it on a canvas or thin it to a glaze of colour.
| find it versatile, and it fits into my time schedule right now. Oil and watercolour are the easiest to sell for me. Producing oil is a little

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more expensive than watercolour. | find that some ideas ‘feel’ better in oil, watercolour or
glass. Any one who has done art, and has tried different media knows this feeling. That is
how | determine what will work with what medium.

EMAC: Do you find the market for artwork has becom e more competitive today then
in past years? Do you feel we are benefiting or hu  rting do to our current trends?

I cannot comment on this question, because | am so out of the mainstream in terms of
selling my work. | could sell everything | produce here in Pinawa, but my output is small, and
unlike other EMAC members, | am not dependent on my artwork to make a living.

EMAC: What motivated you to become involved with E MAC?

I have many friends who are artists but, like myself, had to have another career to make a
living. When | heard about EMAC, | knew it was a great way to get involved with other
artists all over the region. The co-op idea was long overdue. The eastern region of Manitoba
is very rich with talented individuals, whose work is quite amazing, and largely unknown. The
Internet gives us the outlet we needed to become visible to the world, and EMAC is the
‘vehicle’ that does an excellent job.

EMAC: Do you feel the average Manitoba consumer un derstands and appreciates
local artists and artisans? What can we as artists do better, in your opinion, to
increase awareness for our group and ourselves?

As a former art educator, I'd like to believe that Manitobans have gained a greater
appreciation for art and artisans in the last 30 years. Schools have a major role to provide a
good art education that is not treated as a ‘frill’, and to instill an appreciation for subjects like
art, music, drama and dance in our future generations. Our group, EMAC, is like a toddler in
its development right now. As we grow, we need more shows, and to have workshops. The
workshops should be for more than our members. Inviting the general population to take
part in a show or a workshop increases our exposure and our involvement with our
communities.

EMAC: Who is your favourite Canadian artist? andw  hy?

Canadian artists have made huge contributions to the art of the world. | am in awe of the
